FIELD SHOW REVIEW 
 
 
Classification 
 
Field Show Review Bands will be classified according to the number of playing members including percussion. 

 
 

Field Show Review 
Middle School 

Class AAA High School 
82 or more playing members 

Class AA High School 
57-81 playing members 

Class A High School 
56 or less playing members 

 
 
Bands are permitted to move from their qualifying class to a class with higher enrollment but never to a class with lower enrollment 
 
 
Adjudication 
 
The Field Show Review is a new adjudication program. This category has been added to give interested groups the opportunity to 
perform their Field Show music and Band Front routines from a stationary position. 
 
The performance area will be on a large field, in some cases without yard lines. Each group must march into the staging area in any 
formation desired. Entrance should be made to a percussion cadence or drum tap. Upon entering the staging area, the group will 
have five (5) minutes to set up in formation. It is recommended that the Band be placed in a field concert formation. The Band 
Front units can be placed in front, behind, or to the side of the Band. 

                                                                                      



 
 
Adjudicators will evaluate each band's performance for music and showmanship. Auxiliary units will be judged separately taking 
into consideration creativity, difficulty of routines, precision, and coordination with the music.

General Information 
 
Entrance and exit can be made from any point on or off the field. 
 
The full presentation should be a minimum of seven (7) minutes and a maximum of twelve (12) minutes in length. 
 
There will be a one (1) minute warm-up permitted prior to the performance. 
 
The Band unit may move from its initial formation to a new formation one (1) time during the performance. This movement must be 
done to cadence or music. Band Front units are permitted to move and change position and formations as often as desired. 
 
Bands may not enter Field Show Review if also planning to do Field Show.  
 
There are NO clinics provided for the Field Show Review category. 
 
Awards 
 
Units may enter for rating only or competition. 
 
Rating Only. Adjudication form, taped comments, rating of Superior, Excellent, or Good with appropriate trophy. 
 
Competition. Adjudication form, taped comments, rating, and placement of first through fifth place or participation in each class 
with appropriate trophy.
